Answers for Quiz on Drugs & First Aid

1. False

They could choke on their vomit if left on their back.  A person who is unconscious from drinking alcohol or using other drugs should be put in the recovery position – see diagram in Frank leaflet for reminder

2. Wrong Answers:

a) Black coffee will not work, it does not sober people up

b) Putting someone to bed who has drunk a lot of alcohol could be very dangerous as if they are sick and choke, no-one else will know. 

c) Who else is going to keep an eye on them?  They are in a very vulnerable  position when drunk, they could have an accident, lose consciousness, be the victim of an assault etc.

         Right Answers:

d)  - water won’t sober them up, but it will help stop them becoming dehydrated and slow their alcohol consumption down.

3.       Right Answers:  a           b         c       e       - especially if stronger types are used, or large amount consumed in one go, e.g. by smoking with a bong

          Cannabis users are very unlikely to lose consciousness unless they are using it with other drugs or alcohol.  However, cannabis can cause fainting as it causes the blood pressure to drop suddenly.  Some users experience all of these side effects if they have a “whitie” which is a mild form of overdose.

4.    False – too much water is dangerous. Users should cool down and sip water or a soft drink.  If they are still overheated it may be necessary to call an ambulance, as overheating can be a serious condition and may need hospital treatment.

5.     False – heroin and tranquillisers are both depressants.  Depressants are more likely to lead to an overdose as the users brain shuts down; using any depressants together increases this risk significantly, so mixing alcohol with any other depressant is very dangerous.

6.          Cocaine     Crack Cocaine       Speed       Crystal Meths 

These are all strong stimulant drugs, the strongest are crack cocaine and crystal meths.

LSD is a hallucinogenic, so users may get panicky if they are having a “bad trip”

Heroin is a depressant

7. True – solvents can cause a heart attack on first use as it changes the heart beat.

                Regular cocaine use can cause heart problems in young people as it is a strong stimulant and  

                causes the heart rate and blood pressure to increase, potentially causing heart attacks.  It can  

                also trigger a fit similar to epilepsy.
