If you made the laws

· Caution (or reprimand or warning for under 17’s), meaning the offender admits their guilt, the offence is recorded by the police but the case does not go to court

· Fines (if so, how much?)

· Community sentence such as:

            Carrying out community work in their 

            own time ( what community work and for 

            how long?)

            Having to attend an education or  

            therapy group

· Prison – for how long?

· Death penalty

· Any other penalty – i.e. have house/car/possession taken away
